In the management of water use, though usually considered by external operators a very operational application field, as indeed it is, there is nevertheless a specific and outstanding importance of research for public administrations/authorities in charge of control and for service companies working for it. For this reason a strong link is requested between the world of applied industrial research and users, with the participation of different kinds of water operators.

The main issues in this field deal with: design, management and maintenance of drinking water and waste water networks, drinking water quality, waste water treatment plants management and impact assessment of discharges. All of that has to be done in a perspective of integration for the whole cycle of the water use and management. In this effort , Geographical Information and the GIS tools can offer an important knowledge base and instruments for planning and management purposes. 

This EuroWorkshop "GI and Water Use management", the 4th of the ECO-GEOWATER initiative, is organised with the aim to develop the forum among GI and Water operators, exploiting research activity and technical implementation experiences, throughout presentation and discussion of  European projects and their related problem issues as well as with technical demonstrations.

The workshop agenda is structured and is developed in a perspective of GIS approach and use, about themes that are: 

· Technological networks 

· Water distribution services 

· Urban waste water drainage and treatment 

· Network modelling 

· Water network rehabilitation 

· Water quality control

The linkage with the European and National policies in the perspective of catchment and integration are considered as well by the workshop, with particular attention to the Water Framework Directive (WFD) and  specific Italian experiences related to the application of the Italian "Galli Law" no. 36/94 with the consequent problem of individuating criteria for management zoning, i.e. the problem of "ATO - Ambito Territoriale Ottimale" (Territorial Optimum Ambit).

The workshop also includes a field trip dedicated to technical  visits to water plants, and a Remote Control Centre very useful in order to get a better understanding of the work and problems behind the water management cycle. 

According to the approach of the ECO-GEOWATER project, the workshop will be the occasion to explore the possibility of new collaborations within the 6th FP of the European Commission, as a follow up of ECO-GEOWATER and a reinforcement of the set-up operational network.

· As parallel event, a dedicated meeting is organised by the group of the observers at the "IMOS-Integrated multi-objective system for optimal management of urban drainage" project.
