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The Final Conference is aimed to summarise and make a balance of the whole
init iat ive, sketching out  the project  reference context  and its expected future.

An up to date evaluat ion of the GI / GI S technologies as tool for coastal m anagement
and planning is done, in order to point  out  the present  t rend in the management ,
under the points of v iew of integrat ion, interdisciplinar ity and scient if ic approach to
the subject .

The evolut ion of policies and planning toward I CM are described, point ing out  the role
of informat ion technologies as a t r igger ing factor of this process, also with the
presentat ion of the outcomes from some EU running projects.
Examples of integrated management  are then presented in the perspect ive of
sustainable development  of a wider context .
I n part icular is emphasised the role of GI S as integrators at  the terr itor ial scale:  local
cases and experience are shown and innovat ive approaches to urban planning.

The event  is devoted to the memory of mourned Prof. Adalberto Vallega, President  of
the I nternat ional Geographical Union and scient if ic promoter of ECO- I MAGI NE.

  GISIG and ICCOPS: a final balance of the project (including ESRI Awards)
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At the final conference of the ECO-IMAGINE project a special urban planning (“Urban Lab Session”) session is convened
in collaboration with the Municipality of Genova. The session is intended to present the state-of-the-art of urban planning
in the city of Genova and the new concepts that are going to be developed.

The forthcoming event is not the first conference convened in Genova: then, during the previous events a visit to the
harbour infrastructures was organised in collaboration with the Port Authority. Later, they were shown the old harbour
conformation and the relationship between the urban settlement and the primary commercial landing-place; as well as
two projects of urban re-qualification (a compensation project to recover a district after a harbour enlargement ±the
“&DQDOH� GL� FDOP D� GL� 3Uj /Buffer Zone-; a new Marina to re-qualify a fringe decayed area between the airport and the
shipyards).

The aim of the urban planning session in the final conference is now to show how the effort is to-day to consider the
waterfront re-qualification as a WHVVHUD in the complex mosaic of Genova urban planning and transformation from the
industrial to the post-industrial society.

Meaningfully, the session location is the “Urban Lab” that the Genova Municipality has very recently launched in
collaboration with the Renzo Piano Building Workshop (Renzo Piano is advisor of the Municipality for planning). The
concept of Urban Lab should be in fact the lesson-learned at the session.

The Urban Lab, an open location for discussing, pooling knowledge and ideas, and for communicating, is currently
hosted at the new Maritime Museum (Galata Museo del Mare) and will be later moved to a ship moored at a quayside in
the old harbour. Starting from the “fresco” of Renzo Piano exposed at the Maritime Museum and expressing a new vision
to integrate harbour and town, with the below effort to a new urban quality for the citizens, the Urban Lab is aimed to
integrate the work of planners with the needs and the times of the Administration and also to establish a communication
link with people in a shared environment.

The final perspective would be to overcome the traditional concept of waterfront and to give it a real spatial extension to
able to impact on the whole of the city.
